- Complete the admissions application to receive the recommendation for your first English course.
 Pass the AP English Language or Literature Composition Exam with a score of 3 or above—Complete Prerequisite Form A.

- Earn a “C” or better grade in an English course taken at another college or university AND submit a copy of college/university transcript—
